□ School Extracurricular Activity List (Use the NAPHA School Extracurricular Activity form) 

□ Activities with Peruvian Horses (Use the NAPHA High Point Junior Exhibitor or Junior Horsemanship Program forms) 

□ Recommendation from a Teacher or Riding Instructor.
